Sacraments of Christian Initiation

RITE OF CHRISTIAN INITIATION
The RCIA Team has been working 
to prepare a number of candidates  
to enter the church at the Easter 
Vigil on April 3, 2010.  Thirteen  
adults and seven young people will 
receive Sacraments of Initiation at 
that time.  

On the first Sunday of Lent,  candi-
dates will participate in the Rite of 
Enrollment where they publicly ex-
press his/her conver-
sion of heart, mind, 
and spirit to the Chris-
tian teachings of faith 
and charity.  We also 
celebrate a Rite of 
Sending as the candi-
dates go to the bishop 
for their admission to 
the final period of 
preparation for the 
sacraments.  After this 
step, candidates are 
known as “the elect”.
